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You will need to
determine whether the
music is licensed by
CCLI or One Licence
and obtain their
streaming licence (see
Section A).

Music is in copyright in the
UK if the composer, lyricist
or arranger are still alive or
died within the last 70
years. You do not need to
obtain a licence to cover
copyright if you have
explicit permission from the
copyright holder to use the
song in online worship.

If the song is licensed by
CCLI you will be covered
by the CCL/Streaming
Licence. However, if it is
covered by One Licence
you will need to obtain
their Annual Licence
(see Section B).
